Student Expectations:

1.  Students are expected to come to school every day.  One school day will be allowed for each excused absence for the completion of make-up work.  A student will be allowed one week from the return date to make-up a test.  If a student has an unexcused absence, he will not be allowed to make-up any work.


It is a students responsibility to pick up any missed work from the homework basket in my classroom.

2.  Students are expected to be in their seats when the bell rings.  If not, they will be considered tardy to class and the tardy will be logged into the student’s behavior log.


3.  Students are expected to bring their notebook, homework, textbook, and supplies to class every day.  If not, it will be considered being unprepared for class and the infraction will be logged into the student’s behavior log.


If a student looses his homework, it may NOT be made up and the student will be given a zero for the day’s homework grade.  NO extra worksheets will be given to any student.

4.  Students are expected to have their homework completed before coming to class.  Work should be done neatly in pencil showing all the steps necessary to complete each problem.  Messy work or work without the steps being shown will not be accepted.  If there is a problem with a student not having his homework completed on time due to unforeseen circumstances, they should see the teacher immediately.  Late work will be accepted during the first semester if it is handed on at the beginning of the next class.  All late work will be given half credit.  Late work will not be accepted in the second semester.

5.  Students are expected to be respectful to the teacher and to fellow students at all times. 

6.  Students will not cheat.  Cheating will result in a student receiving a zero score for the assignment and a call to parents as well as any other steps as per the guidelines in the student handbook.

7.  Students will not bring food, gum, drinks, phones or electronic equipment of any kind, hoodies, sunglasses, coats, hats, or book bags to class.
