Rules and Expectations

I am extremely excited to be working with each and every one of you this year in the Freshman Academy. I am confident that through our study of literature we will all gain a better understanding of English, each other, and the world around us. 

Your parent(s)/guardians must read and sign the rules and return them to me no later than Tuesday, August 21, 2007. (Freshman Academy Meeting @ 7pm)This will count as a grade and is worth 10 points. 

Supplies needed for class are as follows: 
1. Notebook (A spiral notebook or binder with loose leaf paper will work for taking notes and writing).  
2. A writing utensil (pen only, blue or black ink only).

3. A folder for handouts.

4. Books needed for class (unless I notify you otherwise).

5. AN OPEN MIND.

Expectations in the classroom:

You will be expected to respect your classmates, your teacher, school property and most importantly yourself.  I am a firm believer in the golden rule. If you treat others the way you would like to be treated I am certain there will be no problems.  Appropriate action will be taken if appropriate action is not exhibited in the classroom.

1. Tardies and Absences: The school’s policy on both tardies and absences will be strictly enforced in this classroom
2. Late Work:  Late work WILL NOT be accepted unless it’s an excused absence.

3. Makeup Work: If you are absent, it is your responsibility to inquire about what you have missed and turn that work into me. If you are absent on the day of a test it must be made up the day you return from your absence.  This can be done before or after school. 

4. Passes: I understand that emergencies come up and bathroom passes are needed for that. However, please take care of bathroom issues, counselor appointments, etc. before you come to class.  Faculty and staff members generally send a pass for you if they do, in fact, need to talk to you. Remember you are here to get an education and you should be in class to do so!

5. Materials: Please make sure to bring all necessary materials to class.  

6. Seating: Be in your assigned seat when the bell rings.  Also note that the bell doesn’t dismiss you, I do. 

7. Neatness: Please be sure that all work handed in is neat and legible so I can read it. Please be sure that you leave class with the area around you clean.  Also, any paper turned in without a name will be thrown away.  Get used to including a heading on each assignment (name, date, class period, etc.). 
8. Taking notes: Please be sure to take notes, as these are pertinent to keep in your records. Without these, you might not know when a test is, when homework is due, etc.  Notes will also be very helpful when writing papers and completing assignments. Use your planner!
9. Grading: Grades are entered into the grade book for assignments, participation, quizzes, tests, and papers based upon the following scale:


A= 90-100

B= 80-89

C= 70-79
D= 60-69

E= 59 or below

Term 1 will count as 40% of the semester grade

Term 2 will count as 40% of the semester grade

Final Exam will count as 20% of the semester grade
There are certain behaviors that will not be tolerated under any circumstances: 

1. Talking back, rude remarks, or the use of profanity:  These behaviors will not be tolerated.  It does not matter who these remarks are directed toward. 

2. Hitting/Fighting: School rules state that these actions will not be tolerated and disciplinary action will be taken for this infraction. 

3. Excessive talking/disruptions: You will be given a warning the first time.   A detention and call home will follow any further problems. Prohibiting me from teaching and your classmates from learning is disrespectful and will not be tolerated.
